What we do 
The RCIA is a four-step process for welcoming adult non-Catholics  
(18 or over) into the Catholic Church, and also for adult Catholics still 
needing the sacraments of Eucharist and confirmation. Step 1 is an in-
formal period of inquiry and answering questions; in step 2 the Chris-
tian life is explored more formally in detail; step 3 leads directly to the 
reception of the sacraments during the Easter Vigil; and step 4 pro-
vides a guided introduction into the Christian/Catholic way of life.
