and soon the family was able to move in.

Soon after, Van, one of the daughters, came by the
office looking for help. She really wanted and
needed to get back to school. (She had been
attending Archbishop Chapelle High School for
Girls in Metairie La. and was hoping to con-
tinue once it reopened, but in the meantime...)
Mom was getting the younger children settled
while the older boys, who had been attending Tu-
lane University, were working toward getting back
on track with their own educations.

We discussed the possibility of getting her into
Westchester Academy for International Studies, a
charter school of Spring Branch ISD that was consid
erably smaller than nearby Northbrook High School
and would be better able to nurture and support her
educational needs. A number of students from St Jer
ome families go to WAIS and we knew this would be
a safe environment. The school’s director, Ms. Pam
Butler, welcomed Van with open arms and heart, and
her classmates all tried to make her feel welcome.

The two Vu women came to Mass daily and in-
stantly fit in.
